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SCHOOLS NETWORK

What is the Schools Network?

The Schools Network is a national network of schools that value sport and physical activity.

ACHPER manages and coordinates the national Network on behalf of the Australian Sports Commission while
Sport and Recreation coordinates the Network in the Northern Territory.

Schools Network in the Northern Territory 2006/2007

Schools Network is a recognised facilitator of links between Member Schools, Northern Territory and local
sporting organisations, DEET personnel, including Physical education Coordinators (PECS) and other
stakeholders. The Territory Coordinator maintains regular contact with members (e.g. phone contact, visits,
meetings), develops relationships with schools and stakeholders and provides up to date information directly to
Member Schools through the Northern Territory Update (generally quarterly) and email (occasional).

Territory members also receive a quarterly National Member Update and have access to the National Schools
Network website: www.ausport.gov.au/schools

Cluster Projects

Support is available in each Northern Territory School Sport Cluster for Member Schools wishing to undertake
a new sport or physical activity project with other schools in their area before June 2007.

Each project must include at least 3 Member Schools and demonstrate real links with or opportunities to
develop local junior sport.

Only one allocation per Northern Territory School Sport Cluster and details of funded projects will be published
on the NT Sport and Recreation Schools Network website and stories shared in Northern Territory Schools
Network Updates.
An example cluster project could include:
e Afocus on a sport available for juniors in the local area
e A series of visits to the schools by the relevant Sport Development Officer or local coach or official
e A Schools Network Leadership Program involving students from the participating Member Schools

e Practical coaching and / or officiating education for teachers / parents / students

e A Gala Day, Event, Inter or Intra-school competition in the sport

¢ Links with the local sport organisation including promotion and linkages with relevant competitions

Sport Resource Packages

e A package of current resources from sports provided to each Physical Education Coordinator (PEC) in the
Northern Territory so they in turn can pass on up to date information to teachers.

Community S*port

Community S*port aims to increase the capacity of remote communities to provide regular physical activity
and sport for themselves.

Community S*port Projects have involved school students, teachers, staff and parents, Community Sport
and Recreation Officers and volunteers from remote communities coming together for one week (incl. 2 x
travelling days) to participate in professional development and sport activities. Previous projects have
been supported by up to 12 Northern Territory Sports.

Professional Development for Teachers

Professional development opportunity for teachers — one day in Alice Springs and one day in Darwin in
May / June (travel / ERT may be available to support teachers from outside these centres to attend).

Focus linking schools and sport and introducing teachers to the enjoyment of sport with appropriate
supporting resources, ideas, tips etc to encouragement to deliver / improve physical activity and sport in
schools.

Open to all schools — small fee for non-members.

Leadership Program

The Schools Network Leadership Program provides young people with basic skills and confidence to take
a leadership role in sport and physical activity in the school environment. Participation in the program can
be a foundation for ongoing involvement in sport and recreation in later life.

The program provides students with personal development and an introduction to the major areas of sport
volunteerism — Administration, Sports First Aid, Coaching and Officiating.

Schools can organise and deliver their own Schools Network Leadership Programs - or join with
neighbouring schools to run a combined program!
